
The Greenprint Denver Council has released its draft climate action
plan, which coincides with the completion of the city’s most 

comprehensive inventory of local greenhouse gas emissions to date.
The inventory, a calculation of Denver’s “carbon footprint,” reveals

that greenhouse gas emissions have increased in almost direct proportion
to the significant population growth Denver has experienced over 
the past decade, with both population and annual greenhouse gas
emissions increasing 24 percent between 1990 and 2005.

The Greenprint Denver Advisory Council spent eight months 
analyzing this data and working with local and national experts to
develop its draft climate action plan, which incorporates many of the
recommendations. It focuses on increasing energy efficiency in the 
government, corporate and residential sectors, and suggests market
incentives for energy conservation and waste reduction. It also promotes
density and transportation options, and identifies opportunities for
regional, state and federal action.

Denver calculates its carbon footprint
Greenprint Denver Advisory Council members coming to
WNA August 16 meeting to get public feedback

REDUCE YOUR
FOOTPRINT

Adjust your thermostat.
During warm months,
turn the thermostat up
two degrees; during
cold months, turn the
thermostat down two
degrees. This will
decrease your carbon
output by about 2,000
lbs. and save about $98
per year.

Unplug electronics when
not in use. Even when
electronics—like cell
phone chargers, stereos,
toasters and computers
—are turned off, they
keep using energy. If
you unplug them, you
can save about 1,000 lbs.
of carbon dioxide and
$256 per year.

Replace three light bulbs
with compact fluorescent
bulbs. CFLs use one-
fourth the energy and
lasting approximately 10
times longer than regular
light bulbs. Switching
three bulbs can save
$60 and 300 pounds of
carbon dioxide annually.

One of Denver’s most anticipated 
experiments in education reform

kicked off quietly Thursday with a couple
of dozen people in the sweltering gym at
what some are calling the new “new”
Manual High School. (Community Open
Houses were held on July 19 and 24.)

After all, Manual — opened in 1894
and the oldest city high school operating at
the same location, in northeast Denver —
has been “new” before. Many times before.

But to Principal Rob Stein and his
hand-picked staff of a dozen teachers— all
new to Manual — falls the latest charge to
reform this school, once the pride of
Denver’s black community. Such graduates
as former Mayor Wellington Webb stare
down from murals painted in the school
foyer to inspire students.

“I feel very confident we can outperform
what was happening before, and we’ll
build on that,” Stein said before heading
into the gym to speak to the group.

The school will have a dress code —
collared shirt, khakis or slacks, and no jeans
or shorts. Class sizes in core academics will
be 25 to 30 students, smaller than at some
other high schools. Students will meet three
times a week with the same adult adviser.

School days will be longer than the 
district norm, and Saturday school is under
consideration. In fact, much of what is

planned at the new Manual resembles the
policies at two DPS charter schools that
have proven successful with poor and
minority students — the Denver School of
Science and Technology and KIPP Sunshine
Peak Academy.

The curriculum will be the same used
at all DPS schools. Part of the district’s plan
is to monitor Manual’s reform and replicate
its successes in Denver’s other low-perform-
ing neighborhood high schools.

“We’re about meeting the needs of the
kids we have,” Stein said, responding to
community fears that the new Manual
would cater to an elite set of students and
not those living nearby.

But of the 140 or so students who have
signed contracts to attend the school this
fall, nearly all live either within or just 
outside its boundaries, Stein said. Manual
is reopening for freshmen only and limiting
seats to 175.
